Jewish people,
especially in light of the disturbing
history between Judaism and
Christianity, need to be explicitly
shown Christian love.

As my brother and friend Mitch Glaser rightly observes
in the previous article, Chosen People Ministries and the
local church work hand in hand.

We have explored King David’s
role as both a poet and a warrior, but
he was also a visionary. He planned
for Jerusalem to be the political and
spiritual center of his kingdom. Once
the Ark of the Covenant was relocated
to Jerusalem from the city of Kirjath
Jearim, then Jerusalem would indeed
become the Holy City and spiritual
center of Israel.

DAVID’S DESIRE
TO CONSTRUCT
ATEMPLE TO
HOUSE THE ARK

After the Ark arrived, King David
was concerned that it should rest in a
temple worthy of it. David lived in a
beautiful cedar palace that the
Phoenicians had built for him, and he
was embarrassed that the dwelling
place of the Ark was so unimpressive.

But God denied David’s request to build
a temple for the Ark. According to the
message the Lord conveyed through
Nathan the prophet (2 Samuel 7:3-16),
David’s many years as a warrior involved
him in much bloodshed and made his
request for such an important work
inappropriate.

David’s conversation with Nathan must
have been very difficult. But although
David would not be permitted to build a
temple for the Ark, the Lord promised
him that a greater house would be built
and established forever (2 Samuel 7:16).

GOD’S COVENANT
WITH DAVID

The Lord revealed many important
prophecies in the Davidic Covenant.
These include:

& David’s son Solomon will establish

the kingdom of Israel and build

the Temple
(2 Samuel 7:12-13).

% The throne of Solomon’s
kingdom will endure forever
(2 Samuel 7:13) after some
temporary interruptions
(2 Kings 25).

& The Davidic kingdom will be
established eternally
(2 Samuel 7:16;

1 Corinthians 15:24).

& The Davidic line would always
be the royal line and would
include an actual earthly
kingdom.

The Davidic Covenant also contains
many promises, some of which have
come to pass and others of which have
yet to be fulfilled. It ensures that the
nation of Israel will be preserved by
God and returned to her land, and that
David’s greater Son—Messiah Jesus—
will return to rule over all Israel in
Jerusalem.

THE PLEDGE OF
GOD’S FAITHFULNESS

Psalm 89 may have been written
during the darkest days of the
Babylonian captivity. But even in such
trying times, the Psalmist sings of the
faithfulness and mercy of God that is
best illustrated by the Davidic
Covenant: ““I have made a covenant with
My chosen, | have sworn to My servant
David: “Your seed 1 will establish forever,
and build up your throne to all
generations’ (Psalm 89:3, 4).

This promise is expressed another
way in the words of the angel Gabriel
to Mary in the Gospel of Luke: “He
[Jesus] will be great, and will be called the
Son of the Highest; and the Lord God will
give Him the throne of His father David.
And He will reign over the house of Jacob
forever, and of His kingdom there will be no
end” (Luke 1:32,33). =
